THE EIFFEL TOWER: The Eiffel tower commemorates the centenary of the French
Revolution and is a symbol of Paris.

THE SACRE COEUR: It was a punishment for the French defeat in the Franco-
Prussian War.

NOTRE DAME: It's a treasure of French Gothic architecture.

THE PANTHEON: It's a burial place for famous French heroes.

ARC THE TRIOMPHE: Arc de triomphe was built to commemorate death
people in Austerlitz battle.

LES INVALIDES: It was an important part of the French navy's past to
accommodate Napoleon's burial.

MUSEE DE CLUNY: The museum houses a vast collection of objects and art
from the Middle Ages.

PLACE REPUBLIQUE: Is becoming the largest facto pedestrian space in
Paris.

10- CEMETERY PERE LACHAISE: It is a major tourist attraction, renowned

for its tombs of notable figures, and it is often hailed as the mostvisited
cemetery in the world.
